Â Opportunities for reductions in emissions in the 
agriculture sector exist.  We need to explore ways to 
realise these.

Â Investment in research and development of mitigation 
technologies in the agriculture sector must be scaled up. 

Â The agriculture sector must remain an integral and 
explicit part of our negotiations under the AWG -LCA.



The global context

Â Agriculture is a globally important sector involving all countries as 
both producers and consumers of agricultural products.

Â Meeting the demand for food is the primary role of the agriculture 
sector - increasing food demand is driving increases in greenhouse 
gases.

Â Climate change will impact agriculture ïtrade will become 
increasingly important ïwe should aim for optimal global 
production pattern for agriculture.

Â Agriculture must play a part in the overall mitigation effort ïbut 
need realistic expectations of what can be delivered in short-term.
